Mark Zuckerberg has
explicitly mentioned his plans to use a metaverse
project to support remote work and improve financial
opportunities for people in developing countries.
Facebook’s ownership of social media,
communication, and crypto platforms give it a good
start combining all these worlds into one. Other large
tech companies are also targeting the creation of a
metaverse, including Microsoft, Apple, and Google.

 While a single, united metaverse is likely a long way
off, we already can see developments that may lead to
its creation. If we will ever really reach the point of a
metaverse is unsure. But in the meantime, we can
already experience metaverse-like projects and
continue to integrate metaverse more into our daily
lives.
