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The University Grants Commission
(UGC) bhas now announced Common
University Entrance Test (CUET). It will
be a computer-based test with
multiple-choice questions from the class
12 NCERT syllabus. No weightage has
been assigned to board scores.
Admissions in UG programmes in central
universities and affiliated colleges will
be mandatorily based on CUET score.
CUET score can also be used by state,
deemed-to-be and private Universities.
CUET will be conducted in 12 different
languages including Gujarati.

The current batch of Class 12 students
faced extraordinary difficulties. Their
most crucial years of study have gone in
struggling with online education. It
seems that the ground realities have been
ignored when the decision to start
admissions to UG courses based on
CUET scores from this year has been
taken. It appears that the state boards
may feel ignored and marginalized and in
the long run might become irrelevant if
the scores obtained at the end of 12 long
yvears will make no difference to the
higher studies. Though the scores do not
decide intelligence per say, if it will not
have any say in the admissions for higher
studies, then one should introspect the
relevance and the existence state boards
across the country. After all this time
tested system can't be entirely uscless,
having produced some of the best minds
of our country,
